STAGE 2: interview

Short-listed candidates will be invited to an interview by July 8, 2013. The interview will be
conducted either in person at the Faculty of “Artes Liberales” of the University of Warsaw or
virtually through videoconferencing system if a candidate is unable to come to Warsaw. The
interviews will be held no later than 27 July 2013.

All interviews will be similarly structured and will deal with the candidate's academic and/or
professional career, his or her research interests, the research work plan for the next two
years, and languages competency. The interview will be conducted in English.
